Record the spoken clip on one computer. Then, export that clip out so it is all on one line. Each of you should edit the resulting MP3/WAV file separately with your own sound effects.

	Include a short musical intro with lyrics to introduce the show and outro saying see you next time (doesn’t have to be singing, so you can do something “Let’s get ready to rumble” style or you can make up a jingle; there are some instrumental music files on the Z drive so you don’t have to spend tons of time on this)  --roughly 10 seconds and audio should FADE out at beginning and slowly FADE in at the end as it closes

	Discuss at least two topics. There is a list on the back of “ideas” but you are not limited to those ideas. If you can’t think of anything, that’s your “go to” place.

	Appropriate Sound FX:  Sound effects must be added!  You must include at least 6 sound effects NOT including your musical intro/outro (think of radio shows---drumroll, applause, laughter, etc.)

	Clip: One audio clip from a movie, song, or a news sound byte type thing must be worked into the show (can use more; one required).

	Show should be exactly FOUR minutes in length. If you have a third partner, it must be exactly FIVE minutes in length. Plan accordingly.  ALL OR NOTHING.

	Export as MP3 or WAV; create a 1 slide image that includes at least one image (could be a picture of you two in a great pose… just saying…) and text with the name of your show. Then, that still image should play for the duration of the audio file.

	Overall quality of podcast—content (funny, witty banter, topics are interesting to selected audience, and it moves along smoothly)

	Overall quality of audio—normalized audio (not too loud or too soft in places) including sound effects adjusted to better match the overall volume
